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Report of Haliplus lieydeni (Col.: Haliplidae) from Iran

During a faunistic survery on aquatic beetles in Ardebil vicinity (lran) in 2003, many
specimens were collected and identified, Haliplus heydeni Welincke, 1873, is recorded for the
first time of Iran. The speciments were wdentified at genus level and sent to Dr. Bernhard van
Vondel {Netherland) for lurther confirmation and identification.

The species has previously reported from the most of north europian countrics including,
Britain, Scandinavia, exsoviel union, eastward to Siberiz and in Southern Lurope lrom Spain,
Balkanian countries, Turkey, eastward to Transcancasia and Kazakbstan. The synenyms of
