Report of Laccobius laotianus (Microlaceobius) (Gentili, 1979)

{Coleoptera: Hydrophilidae) from Iran

A few years ago Dr. E. Gentili described the first Laceobius faotianus from Laos {Laos,
Vientiane, Gi Sion village, de tha Ngone). This species is distributed from Nepal to Laos and
China. There were not any published data about the presence of this species in Iran. The
callecting of aquatic beetles from gouth — cast of Iran {Sistan & Bahfchismnl Bam ~ lranshabr
road) by i1i<5."'1:‘lrni technician of Department of Biology. Skiraz University on March 25, 1998
gave the evidence to report the species from lran for the first time.

This species iS in subgenus Microlaccobius includes many species with 1-3 mm. length.
Several species of this subgenus has so far been reported.from [ran such as L. gracilis
Moschulski 1855. L. exitis Gentili 1974, L. guaestitus Gentili 1988, L. macrophthalmus
Gentili 1982 but many are znknown vet.

Some aspects of morphology of L. lastianus:
Total length 1.8 -2.5 mm. Eyes large, distance between them twice of eye diameter:

preocular spot large and pale. Length of external genitalia 0.5 mm,
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
