The First Report of Microterys hortulanus (Hym.: Encyrtidae) From Iran

Studies were carried out to determine parasitoid wasps of sofi scale insects
{Hom.: Coccidac) in Tehran province in 2002. Suq]‘;plcs of Eulecanium caryii (L.) collccted
from prune trees in different orchards were held in inscct cages at room conditions. Emerged
wasps were preserved in 75% cthyl alcohol. Among the samples some parasitoid wasps of
Microterys  hortulanus (Hym.: Encyrtidae) were observed which later identified by G.
Prinsloe of Biosystematics Division, Plant Protection Research Institute, Pretoria, South
Africa. According to the literatures, M hortulanus is a new record from [ran. Some
morphological characters of the adull female are as follows:

Body length 1/8-2 mm, dorsal surface of body mctallic dark brown but ventral surface and
head light brown to orange, antennac 11 segmented, forewing with two dark regions at distal
two third separated with expand pale band alier stigma, post marginal vien short, the length of

abdomen less than thorax and with three long setae on cach side.
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
